As per guidelines laid down by the Government of Maharashtra from
time to time since 2003, the ;C/M_Inst;tutxeﬁs shall allow the SC
students to attend their academic courses once admitted and shall not insist
or demand or make any compulsion to pay the fees once he/ she has applied
for the schelarship scheme. '

We must draw your kind attention that, inspite of the above guidelines
and several directions circulated by the office of Commissioner, Social Welfare
and our respective Regional and District Asst. Commissioner, Soc;ai Welfare, it
has been frequently reported by the students and their parents that many
colleges/ institutions under your university are offering conditional admissions
and demanding the students to pay the fees first and get reimbursement of
scholarship later on. Such demand is contrary to the law and guidelines 1sswﬁ
by the government. Such illegal demand is creating unrest among the deprive
community as the scheme objective itself is getting defeaLeca Secondly, in the
current COVID crisis where most of the families are suffering with acute
financial challenges if colleges continue to harass students, chance of
occurrence of any untoward incident may not be ruled out t%gg’)whmh concerned
colleges will be responsible.

The above concerns have been already notified to respective colleges
under your jurisdiction by our concerned officers several times in the past,
however, the situation is more or less same in most of the cases.

Thus, we are writing to you to please instruct management and head of
such educational institutions to abide by the instructions of Government. We
further request you fo take ‘appropriate action against them in case non-
compliance of government orders are observed. Your this action will give
solace to several thousand students who are currently suffering in hands\of such
educational institutions. We shall be grateful to you for this kind favour.
